B Members will be sent to domestic training programs and foreign online
courses to comprehend ocean affairs.

B OAC will select members to attend the international conference based on
their performances. The fees of transportation, board and lodging, insurance,
and registration may be paid by OAC in accordance with related regulations.

B Members do not get paid for their work. However, the fees for attending
related events may be paid by OAC in accordance with related regulations.
